Assembly instructions for TEYXHT2 Kit

1. Ensure that each of the two single pole breakers to
be joined with the handle tie are in the “off” position.

2. Place supplied handle tie on all two single pole breaker
stacked together as shown in Figure 2.

3. Final assembly will look as shown in Fig 3. If not pre

installed in a panel board or enclosure, the breakers can,
at this point, be installed.

4. Exercise the handle tie towards ON/OFF operation to

ensure that all two circuit breakers ( tied together)
operate properly. Install dead front and exercise the
handle tie once again to ensure all two circuit breaker
operate properly.
