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The range of functions is comprehensive despite the compact format. As the call at the door is made, photographs can be 
taken and saved in the picture storage. If no one is at home, three pictures of the visitor are saved automatically. Quick-
access buttons can be used to open the door, mute the sound and control the hallway light. The hearing-impaired will find 
the inductive coupling with the hearing aid to be particularly attractive and helpful. With this feature, the acoustic signals 
from the intercom are sent directly via the induction loops in the floor or in the walls into the hearing aid.
