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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

WALL & CEILING MOUNT INSTALLATION (Figure 1)

1. Install mounting bracket to wall or ceiling surface using the supplied M10 expansion bolts and lock washers.
Install luminaire on mounting bracket using the M8 bolts and lock washers.

Align luminare to desired position and tighten the M8 bolts.

Install M4 socket head cap screws to both ends of tank to keep alignment.

Wire luminaire: See Electrical Section (Figure 4).
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Suspension mount (Figure 2)
1. Remove 4 screws located at ends of luminaire (2 at each end).

2. Install suspension wire supplied into the 4 screw holes of luminaire.
3. Hang luminaire in desired location.
4. Balance luminaire using socket set screws located on suspension wire.
5. Wire luminaire: See Electrical Section (Figure 4).
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Pendant Mount (Figure 3)

Install 3/4” NPT conduit to luminaire.

2. Secure conduit with set screw.
3. Wire luminaire: See Electrical Section (Figure 4).

Remove cover from tank.

Route building leads through properly rated conduit and install into 3/4” NPT hole of the tank.
Make electrical connections:

a. Building line supply to terminal block line (black).

b. Building neutral supply to terminal block neutral (white).

c. Building ground supply to terminal block ground (green).

d. Cap all unused wires with UL approved connectors.

Re-install cover to tank and tighten each M6 hexagon bolts to a torque of 7N-m.
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Maintenance:

Disconnect power and allow the luminaire to cool down before preforming any maintenance.
Keep luminaire cooling fins free of dust, dirt or debris. Clean with a non-abrasive cloth.
Conduct visual, electrical, and mechanical inspections at least annually.

Periodically clean external lens to ensure continued luminaire performance.

a. Use a clean, damp, non-abrasive, lint-free cloth.

b. Do not use any abrasive, strong alkaline, acid cleaners or organic solvents.
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
